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Benefits

• Faster: Can create content, insights, and 

analytics more quickly that humans 

• Better: Can look at data in a systematic 

way with improved accuracy

• Smarter: Can look at data in ways that 

is innovative and more creative than 

humans alone

Risks

• Data Privacy and Protection: Where is 

your data saved and who has access to it

• Intellectual property: Your data being used 

to train models for everyone

Summary Review:

• Automated translation services require human review especially for detailed and technical safety terms but offers 

great potential to translate common material into 44 plus languages.

Vector Solutions had to allocate significant development resources and time to utilize Amazon translation 

services seamlessly into its course player and Learning Management System.
